O umetnikih

Ansambel Camerata Bachiensis je nastal leta 2012 in Ze leto
zatem osvojil 1. nagrado na mednarodnem Telemannovem
tekmovanju v Madgeburgu (NE), nagrado na mednarodnem
tekmovanju zgodnje glasbe Premio Selifa v San Ginesiu (IT)
in nagrado Gebrider-Graun na mednarodnem tekmovanju
bratov Graun v mestu Bad Liebenwerda (NE). Leta 2014 so
prejeli Se posebno nagrado Musica Antica da Camera na
mednarodnem tekmovanju Van Wassenaer Concours Vv
Utrechtu (NL), leta 2015 pa so bili Rheinsberger Hofkapelle
(reziden&ni ansambel).

Repertoar Camerate Bachiensis temelji predvsem na cerkveni
in komorni glasbi 18. stoletja, ki so jo napisali srednjenemski
skladatelji. Ob igranju na avtenti¢ne inStrumente oz. replike le-
teh se glasbeniki osredotoCajo na odkrivanje in igranje
pozabljene ali nepoznane glasbe.

Ansambel je doslej Ze nastopal na pomembnih festivalih stare
glasbe, kot so Bachfest Leipzig, Thuringer Bachwochen,
Telemann-Festtage, Graun-Festtage, Oude Muziek Festival

About the project

You love baroque music by Bach, Hdndel and Telemann. But
have you ever heard of a composer named Stélzel? Do you
know the music by Fasch, Graupner or Molter?

NO?!

Then it is time for a concert with Music from the Heart of
Germany and Camerata Bachiensis.

The region considered to be the heart of Germany has a long
and rich musical tradition. Today the most famous of its native
composers is clearly Johann Sebastian Bach. But many other
great musicians lived and worked in this region during the
18th century. Musicians who are much less famous now than
they were during their lifetimes, although some of them
enjoyed in those days a reputation that even exceeded the
one of the famous Leipziger Thomaskantor Bach.

The award-winning early music ensemble Camerata
Bachiensis from Leipzig aims to bring to light great works by
less well-known composers as well as less-known music by
famous composers. The young musicians want to give their
audience an understanding of the music that was played at
the numerous courts and churches of Central Germany during
the 18th century. Therefore the ensemble presents a unique
programme with precious treasures found in German archives
and libraries. It is a concert with sacred cantatas for soprano
and instrumental works for oboe, flute and strings by the
composers Johann Friedrich Fasch, Christoph Graupner,
Gottfried Heinrich Stélzel and Johann Melchior Molter. The
latter two personalities build the centre of the programme in
order to commemorate their anniversaries in 2015: the 325th
birthday of Stélzel and Molter's 250th day of death.

About the concert programme

The region considered to be the heart of Germany - including
Saxony, Thuringia and Saxony-Anhalt - has a long and rich
musical tradition. Today, the most famous of its native
composers is clearly Johann Sebastian Bach, but many other
great musicians lived and worked in this region during the
18th century, musicians who are much less famous now than
they were during their lifetimes.

The ensemble Camerata Bachiensis from Leipzig enjoys
bringing great works by less well-known composers to light,
and therefore has created a programme with treasures by the
composers J.F. Fasch and C. Graupner along with G.H.
Stélzel and J. M. Molter. The latter two composers build the
centre of the programme in order to commemorate their
anniversaries.

About the artists

Camerata Bachiensis was established in 2012. The following
year, the ensemble was winner of the first prize at the
International Telemann Competition in Magdeburg (DE), at
Premio Selifa, International Early Music Competition in San
Ginesio (IT) and was awarded the Gebriider-Graun-prize at
the Interational Graun Brothers Competition in Bad
Liebenwerda (DE). In 2014, the special prize Musica Antica
da Camera was given to the group at the International Van
Wassenaer Concours in Utrecht (NL), and in 2015, it was
Rheinsberger Hofkapelle (ensemble in residence).

Camerata Bachiensis' repertoire consists mainly of 18th
century church and chamber music written by Central German
composers. Playing on original period instruments or detailed
copies, the musicians focus on discovering and performing
forgotten or unknown music.

The ensemble gave concerts at important Early Music
festivals, like Bachfest Leipzig, Thiiringer Bachwochen,
Telemann-Festtage, Graun-Festtage, Oude Muziek Festival
Utrecht (fringe) and other venues in Germany, Italy and
Poland.
