O umetnikih

Ansambel Concilium musicum Wien sta leta 1982 ustanovila Paul
in Christoph Angerer, da bi izvajal glasbo 18. stoletja tako, kot je bila
izvajana v svojem Casu. Skozi leta se je repertoar ansambla Siril v
naboru in razponu ter sega od baro¢ne do plesne glasbe 19. stoletja.
Ansambel izvaja glasbo iz redkih rokopisov, shranjenih v arhivih, dela
zapostavljenih ali v nekaterih primerih celo pozabljenih skladateljev,
ponovno pa obuja tudi manj znana dela velikih glasbenih mojstrov.
Igrajo na dragocenih avtenti€nih starih glasbilih.

Concilium musicum Wien so uspeSno nastopali skoraj po vsem
svetu. Igrali so v velikih mestih in majhnih krajih, v utrdbah in
gradovih, samostanih in cerkvah in na mednarodnih festivalih. V
zadnjih letih so nastopili ve¢ kot 3200-krat v ve¢ kot 700 mestih (od
L’Aquile do Ziricha, od Bayeuxa to Xiana). Samo na Dunaju je
ansambel Concilium musicum Wien nastopili na ve¢ kot 56 razlicnih
lokacijah. lzvedli so ve¢ kot 660 skladb 290 razli¢nih skladateljev,
vkljuéno s 140 deli Josepha Haydna, 57 deli Johanna Michaela
Haydna in 160 skladbami Wolfganga Amadeusa Mozarta.

The Habsburg emperors as major sponsors of artists and composers
greatly enriched the European culture.

Besides the “Styrian Bach” Johann Joseph Fux and Maria Theresa’s
piano teacher Georg Christoph Wagenseil, compositions of crowned
heads will be heard: Leopold | and Joseph | convince as first-class
composers.

About the project

The borders of the vast Habsburg empire separated not only
politically but also and especially culturally. With splendour in the arts,
the ruling monarch could present his influence and power in all areas
of life - from politics to music. The Habsburg emperors as major
sponsors of artists and composers greatly enriched the European
culture.

The Concilium Musicum Wien, special ensemble on period
instruments, and the soprano Heidi Manser invite to the Habsburg
court and bring the splendour of past centuries to our times.

About the artists

The ensemble Concilium musicum Wien was founded in 1982 by
Paul and Christoph Angerer with the aim to perform music of the 18"
century in the manner in which it was performed in its time. Over the
course of its existence, the ensemble’s repertoire has expanded in
scope and range, reaching from baroque music to dance music of the
19" century. Rare manuscripts from the archives are made to
resound: works by neglected, and in some cases forgotten
composers are performed again and not so well-known works by
great classical masters are brought back to light. The ensemble plays
on valuable original period instruments.

The Concilium musicum Wien has had successes with concerts
throughout most of the world, having performed in large cities and
small towns, in fortresses and castles, in cloisters and churches and
at international festivals. In the past years the Concilium musicum
Wien has performed over 3200 times in over 700 cities: from L’Aquila
to Zurich, from Bayeux to Xian. In Vienna the Concilium musicum
Wien has performed at over 56 different venues. They have played
more than 660 works by 290 different composers, including 140
works by Joseph Haydn, 57 by Johann Michael Haydn and 160 by
Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart.
